ing 5,000 students in 250 schools,
according to a survey made by Prof.
Lawrence W. Murphy, director of the
courses of journalism at the Univer-
sity of Illinois.

have vastly more dishonesty than ex-
isted, than could possibly have existed
under the Proctor System. We may
eulogize and moralize until we are
blue in the face; the fact remains
proven by long experience, that the
Honor System emphatically does not
work now, but rather defeats its own
purpose.”
