U.S. Government Puts the
Sceews on Students,and

This year the depart-
ments of Education and
Labor required young
male college students
and workers to provide
proof of having regis=-
tered <for the draft to
receive:r student aid and
job training. The regis-
tration requirements:for
federal financial aid and
work assistance, known as
the Solomon laws, were
sponsored in Gongress by
the right-wing Rep.
Gerald Solomon (R N.Y.),

The Solomon laws also
transfer the burden of
enforcement of the Mil-
itary Selective Service
Act from the SSS and the
Department of Justice to
colleges and job training
programs.

In order to simplify
the enforcement process,
though, the SSS is issu#
ing registration compl-
iance cards. These new
draft cards will include
name, Social Security and
SSS numbers, current and
permanant addressea, date
of birth, date of regist-
ration record, phone
number, sex and
signature.

Why has draft regis-
tration been linked to
federal financial aid and
work assistance? The
immediate reason is the

The United States intervened in the
nick of time in Grenada, according to a
new report released by a private founda-
tion. The new study — written before the
U.S. intervention in that country — docu-
ments the fact that the U.S.SR. was in
the final stages of creating a puppet state
on the island of Grenada.

“The Case of Grenada,” published
shortly before the bloody Marxist coup
in that country, thoroughly documents
that the Soviets and Cubans had been
engaged in a massive military build-up on

" Grenada since 1979.

Timothy Ashby, who wrote the report
for The Conservative Caucus Resecarch,
Analysis and Education Foundation on
behalf of the Citizens Commission on the
Crisis in the Americas, lists in detail, the
extensive Soviet and Cuban penetration
of Grenada.

Grenadian soldiers, dressed in Cuban-
style uniforms and carrying assault rifles,
had become a common sight on the island,
along with Soviet jeeps, police cars and
anti-aircraft artillery.

The Conservative Caucus Foundation’s
report documents, with specific dates, the
extent of Soviet and Cuban deliveries of
military cargo to the island, including not
only weapons and ammunition, but also
six Soviet armored personnel carriers,
seven 130 millimeter artillery pieces and
three helicopters, in addition to 75 East

German trucks valued at 4 million dollars.

Why would the Soviets be interested in
a 120-square-mile island in the southern
Caribbean which has no natural resources
other than beaches and palm irees? The
answer Hes in location. Situated less than
100 miles off the coast of Venezuela (an
important OPEC member), Grenada forms
part of a triangular base complex com-
prised of Cuba and Nicaragua. This tri-
angle of Soviet allies could allow Soviet/
Cuban forces to project tactical air power
aver the entire Caribbean basin.

Within a 500-mile radius of Grenada are -
oilficlds, refineries and tanker lanes which
supply approximately 56% of imported
{U.S..aid. During a 6-month period from
January-June, 1980, U.S. imports of crude
oil alone from Latin America and the
Caribbean averaged more than 6 million
barrels per day. Refined oil production
within this 500 mile radius was approxi-
mately 2.6 million barrels per day.

It is not surprising, given the evidence
in this new report, that many Caribbean
nations and the U.S. were becoming in-
creasingly alarmed with the Soviet pene-
tration of this strategic country. Neighbor-
ing islands worried about the training in
terrorism, sabotage and guerrilla warfare
by Cubans in Grenada.

After the murder of the Grenadian
Prime Minister and at least 5 members
of his Cabinet, fears of massive executions
and the safety of our citizens led to the
7-nation intervention on this island. )



Avoiding

«The Day After”, ABC’s contribution
to the unilateral disarmament campaign,
is a graphic description of the horrors of
nuclear war. An intensely powerful propa-
ganda piece, the film chronicles the after-
math of this horrible war. The dissolution
of society and in most cases the human
spirit. The latter part of the movie par-
ticularly assaults the senses with powerful
images of the tragedy.

No doubt this is an historic film, and
technically well executed.

Survival Kit

DEeAR Sir:

I suggest re-consideration of our Sur-
vival Kit, with wup-dating, discussion,
sources, and prices. You might start with
this and'add your own or reader comment:

1. A basement, or a hole under the
house if it has no basement. If in apart-
ment, hole in nearby lot. If no nearby lot—
too bad.

2. A shovel, for digging holes in the
basement floor, for sanitary facilities and
garbage disposal, and for burrowing deep-
er. Since there won’t be much else to do,
this will also provide exercise and diver-
sion for the various members of the family.
Children can play tag in the tunnels, con-
tact neighbor children, ete.

8. Food. Canned. Consider balance of
diet and vitamins. Have enough for 4 to
8 weeks as will have to remain in base-
ment, provided survive initial attack, until
substantial rainfall has reduced contami-
nation. ) )

4. Geiger counter. Small, portable mod-
els available as low as $15 (where, and
are these any good, if not, how much for
counter usable for this kind rough detec-
tion job ). Necessary for checking for cracks
and other openings in basement, if part is
above ground, or openings to upper fioors.
Also necessary for checking upstairs and
outdoor contamination to determine when
safe to go out again.

enter, same stores or other buildings in
own or neighboring cities.
5. Portable, battery operated radio, for
eriodic scanning ofy possible broadcasts
From possible stations which may be left
undestroyed and may have batteries or
other facilities for power for broadcasting
instructions on how to proceed with next
phase of war. Also good for hearing and
understanding first instructions of enemy
in case of occupation thru swrrender or
attempted invasion, or ultimatums from
enemy or Gallup Polls by our surviving
government about whether or not we
should surrender.

WAVE OF SENSIBILITY
RECOGNIZED

The year 1983 has
been seen by some
observers as by far
and away the most
sensible year for
Bard in recent
history. Although no
acts of overt, across
