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For seniors,
the hardest
job is
finding one

Bard seniorsaregraduating into
the worst job market in years, a
market which, according to a re-
cent article in the New York Times,
has shrunk by as much as “30
percent from last year.” The ar-
ticle, which describes graduating
students as facing “a dishearten-
ing struggle of resumes, rejection,
and uncertainty,” disturbed many
on campus. Harriet Schwartz,
Director of Career Development,
said, “this article received a lot of
notice” from both seniors and
underclassmen.

“From my perspective,”
Schwartz said, “what the article
says is accurate...The job market
is incredibly tough, it is going to
‘be difficult for this year’s gradu-
ating class to geta joborto getan
entry level position in one’s cho-
senfield.” According toSchwartz,
she received “substantially fewer
job announcements” than last
year. In addition to the poor job

Rash of Theft Continues

This past fun-filled Earth Day
Weekend was not pleasant for
thefew students whofound their
cars broken into Sunday momn-
ing and valuables missing from
their rooms. For Security and
the students, this is nothing but
frustrating.

According to Bob Boyce, Di-
rector of Security, there has been
anincrease in car break-ins since
last week. “It subsided for a
while, but now it's back,” he
said. In the cases he mentioned,
things like stereos and radar
detectors were stolen.

Last Saturday night, April 20,

the patrolman saw a strange
looking car in Robbins parking
lot, which sped off as soon as the
patrolman approached. “It ap-
pears that we thwarted some-
thing,” said Boyce.

At the same time, one of the
Ravines was a target of a steal-
ing spree. One student, whohad
$60 in cash and over $450 in
jewelry taken from her room,
speculated if it had anything to
do with the band that played in
the Old Gym Saturday night.
The band, Firehose, is well-
known and drew a large, non-
Bard crowd.

“Itlooked likeit wasdone very
quickly because 1 also had my

friend’s word processor {in the
room}, a telephone, and a stereo
[that they could have taken],”
she said. Another student in the
same dorm had hisleatherjacket
stolen.

Even now, she feels like she
does not want to lock her door.
Boyce said that in the process of
running fire drills last week, he
noticed may people’s doors
“pushed open” when he
knocked. He stressed, however,
that he was “not making an in-
ference” when noting the stolen
materials and unlocked doors.

Security is still re-evaluating

their patrols in the light of thf-

recent cases, Boyce said.

Levine expects tofill the part-time
position with a part-time faculty
member, an arrangement that ex-
isted prior to Sproat’s hiring a
little more than two years ago.

“This was not an easy decision
for me,” said Levine. “This is not
something I choose to do because
ofasense of dissatisfaction... {But]
I believe we should not... [make]
any significant reductionsinother
areasof thecollege, namely faculty
and the support we give faculty
for their work.

“I know what the priorities of
theinstitutionare,” Levineadded.
Those priorities, which are es-
sentially setby President Botstein,
place financial aid and faculty
compensation above administra-
tive and student services. Since
the President does not want to
lose momentum in those priority
areas even in times of fiscal diffi-
culty, Levine said, cuts must come
from elsewhere. Levine hopes,
however, that the level of servicés
currently provided by Sproat can
be maintained with a part-time
Dean.

Sproat does not feel that will be
possible. “My concern,” she said,
“isthatBard studentsdeserveand
demand more than a half time
Dean can provide. Both the range
and the quantity of support pro-

vided [will] suffer.”

¥ market, she sees two distinct ob-
stacles which might also hinder a
senior’s job search.

Most Bard students—unlike
studentsatotherinstitutions—are
unable to engage in an extensive
jobsearch during their senior year,
because of the demanding project.
“Consequently,” Schwartz
said,”many won’tbegin their job
search until after their senior
project or after graduation,” and
will be entering the job hunt later
than seniors graduating from
other schools.

Inaddition, Bard seldomattracts

corporate recruiters, and the ones
that have come to campus have
.j] been greeted with little or no in-
¥ terest. Last year, for example, an
insurance company planned to
hold a recruiting session on cam-
pus, but cancelled it after no stu-
dents signed up. Only one stu-
§ dent attended a session held by
¥ the State Police.

Kamran Anwar, a Bard senior,

echoed Schwartz’s description of
the current job market, and the
plight of Bard seniors in particu-
lar. Regarding the stiff competi-
tion he has faced, he said, “itis a
personal dejection for me.”
Anwar, who applied to a slew of
.} companies, has sought employ-
ment at insurance firms, as well
as commercial and investment
banks. Thus far he has faced a
‘constant stream of rejections.
Anwarrecounted one particularly
frustrating moment when “J.P.
Morgan said that they were firing
people, so there was no question
of hiring people.”

Anwar has been told by many
companies that he is highly
qualified. He has maintained a
4 high G.P.A. both in his major and
cumulatively, in addition to a
leading role in extracurriculars.
However, due to hiring cut-
backs—and in many cases, hiring
freezes—the companies aren’t in
a position to employ. Anwar
§l pointed out that Chase Manhat-
tan, whose auditing program he
applied to, normally hires thirty
people for this programannually;
but this year has reduced the
number by half.

Anwar believes, however, that,
despite the economic down-
turn—and the difficulties of
combining a job search and aca-
demic demands, theeducationhe
Y has received at Bard will benefit
him in the long run. “I
think,” Anwar said,”Bard really
gave me a lot of opportunities.

Yes, therearemany deficiencies(at
Bard), but it gave me the accrue-
ments to shape myself, and use
my full potential.” Anwar added
that as a contingency he had also
applied to a number of graduate
schools.

Another senior, Betty Lo, who
began her job search this year,
complained thatit was difficultto
be both a student and engaged in
a job hunt, “You have more pres-
sure on you with the project, and
its difficult to go through the job
search, write cover letters, and

update your resume.”

of academic demands, Schwartz
said that Bard seems to instill its

graduates with a flexibility that

will prove a future asset. She sees
students at Bard as willing to con-
sider many differentkinds of jobs
and locations. “Thisis one place,”
Schwartz said, “where Bard stu-
dentsare atanadvantage, because
I see a number of students who
feel really confused and stressed
because they feel they should be
more focused. But this is an asset,
especially in the current job-mar-
ket.” She also noted that upon
graduation Bard students often
delay the job hunt, choosing in-

stead to enter graduate schoolsor
join advocacy groups, such as the
Peace Corps and the Rainbow
Lobby—two organizations which
do recruit on campus.

However, Schwartz stressed
that seniors should at least begin
the job search while still at Bard
by formulating resumes and pre-
paring for job interviews. She also
suggested that seniors seek help
from any contacts in their field of
interest. Schwartz emphasized
thatsheisavailable to helpanyone
in their job search. -

On Earth Day, Sarah Odom, of
the Woodstock Animal Rights
Movement (WARM) spoke to a
small group of people abour veg-
etarianism.Shelectured about the
. hazards that meat presents, not
only to the animals which pro-
vide it, but to the people who eat
it,as well.

SarahOdomfirstargued against

the eating of meat on the basis of

health. The idea that meat is im-
portant because it is one of the
four food groups may be shaky.
According to Odom there used to
be many food groups until the
* meat and dairy industry peti-
tioned the Department of Agri-
. culture to reduce the number to
just four—meat, dairy, grainsand
fruits and vegetables—with two
of the groups being animal prod-
ucts. According to an article cir-
culated by Odom, physicians are
now petitioning. the Department
. of Agriculture to rethink the four
food groups, de-emphasizing the
meat and dairy groups for health
reasons.
- Odomreferred toseveral graphs
that showed the countries w1th

the hlghest rates of bowel cancer
and heart disease which also co-
incided with the countries with
the highest rates of meat con-
sumption. Osteoperosis, acalcium
deficiency disease, is also most
common in America and
Scandinavia where dairy pro-

duction is highest. “It takes away
your calcium to digest protein,”
Odom explained. While most
peoplerely on meat as a source of ¢
protein, Odom argued that the
actual protein requiféement for
people is “tops, 9%,” which can
easily be. obtalned from plant
sources.

However, Odom’s main argu-
ment against meat consumption
was the cruelty involved in “fac-
tory farming.” The life of an ani-
mal raised in a factory farmis not
a pretty one. Cows are artifically
inseminated to ensure their pro-

ducxon of m;]k and calves until
they are slaughtered. The calves
areraised in small pens thatdon’t
provide enough room for the
animals to lie down. They are fed
an “iron deficient gruel” which
keeps their flesh white since most
consumers believe white veal
tastes better than pink.

Pigs are raised in steel and ce-
ment pens which hurt their feet
since they have evolved for lifein

soft dirt. Odom cited a statistic.

that nearly 100% of all pigs either
break their feet or get lesions on
their hooves. The fact that plgs are

artificially fattened to twice their
normal body weight doesn’t help
them. The crowded conditions
lead to cannibalismwhichis pretty
abnormal behavior for pigs.

Cannibalism is also bizarre be-
havior inchickensbutitdoeshap-
pen in the crowded conditions
under which they are raised. To
prevent this, the chickens are de-
beaked as babies. Like most fac-
tory farm animals, they are raised
in the dark to bring out their
calmer night-time instincts.

“The most shocking animal

abuse goes on in factory farms,” -

said Odom. Factory farming has
even drawn criticism from the
Secretary of Agriculture. Most of |
Odom's information came from
thebook Diet fora New America, by
John Robbins. This book was de-
scribed as the “bible for environ- |
mental activists.” One should
keepinmind thatnotallfarmsare
liketheonesdescribed inthe book
and by Odom. There is a line of |
products available in most health
food stores called “Free Range”
whicharemade fromanimals that
have been raised in a humane
manner.

Dead

This week, we're looking at a
few books about everyone’s fa-
vorite rock group, the good ‘ol
Grateful Dead. The band’s 25th
anniversary year came around in
1990, and to celebrate, a number
of new volumes about the group
came out. The original Space
Cowboys, no other band is so
completely loved or so passion-
ately loathed by such a broad
spectrum of people. Consisting of
the guitar wizard Jerry Gardia,
theclassical composer bassist Phil
Lesh, the hard-rock drummer Bill
Kreutzmann, the respected
ethnomusicologist Mickey Hart
on the other set of drums, the
newly added ex-Tube Vince
Welnick on keyboards, and the
incurable cheeseball Bob Weir on
guitar, the band came out of the
psychedelic scene of the 1960's,
released the definitive San Fran-
cisco psychedelicalbum Anthem of

There seems to have been a re-
evaluation of the Grateful Dead’s
oeuvre in the past few years. As
they’ve begun selling records, the
conventional wisdomon themhas
gone from their being a bunch of
middle-aged cokeheads selling
insincere nostalgia, to their being
an all-American chunk of music.

Jamie Jensen’s book Built to Last
is similar to Ruhlmann’s in that it
provides a wealth of new photos,
as well as giving a history of the
band, but here the concentration
is on information. The photo-
graphs are much smaller, pushed
outto the side to make moreroom
for the text. Jensen goes through
theband’s history twice, first cov-
ering their recording career, re-
viewing each album, and the
events that led to them, and then
again, dealing with their touring
career and the Grateful Dead
family. Thisis not writtensomuch
as a trendy fan-publication, buta
more serious history of a band in
transit.

Jensen relies moré on quotes
than Ruhlmann does, and the
prose is not quite so condescend-
ing. Long coinplex sentences

even the Village Voice, bastion of
trendoid criticism, gave a wor-
shipping review of a Dead show.
A cover a]bum entitled Deadicated
has just been released, with such
noteworthy musicians as Dwight
Yoakam, K.D. Lang, the Indigo
Girls,andJane’s Addiction paying
them tribute. This year, their al-
bum Withouta Net madeitinto the
lower ranks of the top forty, de-
spite the fact that it was live, a
doublealbum, and thatitreceived
virtually no reviews or airplay.
Twenty-five yearsdown theroad,
the phrase “Built to Last” seems
less cheeky posing than carefully
considered description.

Sproat agree. “While I appreciate

‘Bard’s fiscal difficulties,” said
Writing Tutor Andy Molloy, “I
believe very strongly that cuts or
cutbacks could be made in other
areas that wouldn't have such a
severe impact on the student
body-’l

Sproat has putinabout 60 hours

every week for the last two and a
half years. Since her arrival in
January 1989, she has greatly ex-
panded the functions of the Assis-
tant Dean. She has given much
closer attention to academic ad-
vising in general, and assigning
.of freshman advisors in particu-
lar, than her part-time predeces-
sor could. Sophomores have also
received more attention than in
* the past, with open meetings re-
garding moderation and indi-
vidual attention for students who
are unsure of their major or who
have failed moderation.

Sproat has focused particularly
on those students who fall at the
two ends of the academic spec-
trum: those who are at risk, and
those whoexcelacademically. She
has worked extenswely with

learning-disabled students and
students who have problems with
their writing, both in terms of in-
dividual supportand through co-
ordination of the Peer Tutors and
the Writing Tutors programs.

On the other end of the spec-
trum, Sproat administers all out-
side scholarships (Rhodes,
Marshall, Fulbright, and so on)
and assists eligible students who
want to apply for these awards.
She also administers the Junior
Fellowship program.

Levine indicated that the elimi-
nation of Sproat’s position is not
necessarily permanent, and that
if the college’s fiscal situation im-
proves, the position may eventu-
ally berefilled and the full level of
services reinstated.

But that willbe too late for Dean
Sproat, who, if the cut goes as
planned, will no longer be part of
the Bard community. And Molloy
feels that the loss of Dean Sproat
will mean more than just the loss
of services she provides. “Her
commitment as an administrator
is unparalleled,” he said. “She is
approachable, amicable, and
highly dedicated. I think she em-
bodiesall those qualities that Bard
envisions as the perfect adminis-
trator.” )

A Little Bit of American Culture...

Called our national pastime,
baseball has never lost its popu-
larity in American society. Mil-
lions of people attend games ev-
ery year in huge ballparks,
spending millions of dollars on
peanuts, hotdogs, beer, and sou-

venirs. On April 28, a group of .

twenty-sixbrave people travelled
from Stevenson Gymnasium to
spend someof their money at Shea
Stadium in Queens, New York
City, ona trip that took them over
three months - and without the
Bard bus breaking down either.

The day at the game was the
culmination of the “Work Your
Way to Shea” project imple-
mented by Kris Hall, Intramural
Director, which started at theend
of January. The project was cre-
ated, according to Kris Hall, to
“get people to do something,” by
awarding a certain number of
points for each and any physical
activity performed.

Whentheday of the game came,
amatch-upbetween the New York
Mets and the Pittsburgh Pirates,
the group was interested to dis-
cover that two of their number
had never gonetoabaseball game
and didn’t know how the game
was played - for good reasons.

Susan Davies, who hails from
Tottleworth (“30 miles north of
Manchester”), England, vaguely

knew the rules of baseball. She
did note that the game was very
long and somewhat slow-paced,
involving more skill than “real
physical action.” Comparing the
crowd at Shea to soccer fans in
England, Susan said, “They were
what we [in England] think are
typical Americans, like those we
see on TV. You know, with their
baseball caps, beer in one hand
and hotdogin the other.” She was
disappointed there wasn’t any
chanting or build-up by the quiet
crowd, and said she was really
only “half-watching” the game
most of the time.

“It's more like a family outing
here,” Susan said, “In England, at
football games, it's predominently
teenage and adult males, and
they’re constantly singing.”

Marie-Helene Chateigner, of
Orieans, France, also thought the
crowd was very quiet and had
“good behavior” compared to
soccer fans in Europe. “You're al-
ways going out [into the stadium
forfood], coming back;youspend
half of the game doing something
else [than watching it].” Marie-
Helene said the game was only
interesting because “watching it
was the only way to understand
the rules.” Having seen few base-
ball games on television - only
cable channels carry games in
France-shehad onlyafewnotions
about the rules, saying, “All I
know is that you hit a ball with a
bat and sometimes you run and
sometimesyoudon’t.” Why, then,
did she go to see the game? “It’s a
part of American culture. I first
read about it in a novel by Paul
Aster called Moon Palace, where
he mentioned the name ‘Mets’ a
few times. I started wondering,
“What is ‘Mets?”

She found out, and enjoyed the
game, mostly because of the
crowd. Surprised to seehow many
