The housing situation at Bard College re-
mains a nightmare for some students. Since
the beginning of the regular academic se-
mester, fourteen stu-
dents had been living
inpartially completed
rooms located in the
basement of
Oberholzer. Monday
morning these stu-
dents were relocated
to various study
rooms, lounges and
apartments so that the Oberholzer rooms
could finally be completed and furnished.

"The situation at Oberholzer was pretty
miserable," complained one of thesestudents.
“The rooms are unliveable, and there is this
toxic smell...a bunch of us went to see Presi-
dent Botstein, and now they're finally doing
something about it; but this situation is really
- frustrating."

_Students move from basement to study rooms

since the construction will take five working
days to complete. In the meantime, pairs of
students have been assigned to the study
rooms of the Alumni dorms and three sets of
bunk beds have been installed in the lounge
of Tewksbury. For privacy and security, those
rooms will be locked and their inhabitants
will have the only keys.

Four other students have opted to spend
the next eight days in Assistant Dean for
Student Development Jeffrey Huang's
apartment in Red Hook. "I volunteered my
apariment to make it easier for everyone,”
commented Huang. "My placeis comfortable
and fully furnished so I don't mind staying
with a friend until we can get these students
settled." Those students staying in Red Hook
have their own transportation and were each
given their own key.

Surrounded by his own laundry in his of-
fice, Huang explained that the college is
running at "over 100% capacity" and that the
administration is doing its best to try to house

_everyone. Considerable rearrangement,of

roomassignments hasalready been under-
taken, such as sophomore doubles being
split up into singtes and upperclassmen
"strongly encouraged” to seek off-campus
housing. Thereremaina number of students
who are living off-campus who want to
move on campus but the Dean of Housing
Office has implied that there will be few
new room openings this year. Those stu-
dents who willbe moving into the basement
of Oberholzer havebeen promised priority
when rooms become available following
the fall semester.

The students who are being shuffled
around include first-year students, as well
as ftransfers and returning students who
never received a room assignment at all.
One transfer student stated thatshe did not
even know she would be in temporary
housing until the Friday before she arrived
at Bard. "They (the administrators) don't
tell us anything,” she continued. "It scems
tike transfer students have no priority here

Then I saw the damage,” ex-
plained Yoon, when he noticed
the scratches on the top and side
of the left corner bumper on his
car. These were comparatively
minor damages, since the force of
impact had also jolted the left
auxiliary light and left turnsignal,
and pulled the bumper away and

down from the body of the car.
Whilethismay notlook likemuch,

it will cost over $900 to repair,
according to an estimate by the
Acura dealers in Fishkill, NY,
whom Yoon visited later that day.

Yoon took the anonymous note
(see below) to Security. The dis-
patcher on duty notified Darren
Hoffman, who traced the license
plate number . Five digits of the
plate number were matched to
the licence plate of a white cube
van owned by Buildings and
Grounds. Since Servicemaster had
used the van most of the day, Dan
Andersen, the head of house-
keeping, wascalled. Hoffmanand
Andersen checked the white van
fordamage. They found none, not
evenpaintchipsorscratches. "We
couldn'tfind anything wrong with
it," said Hoffman.

Hoffman informed Yoon that
without a witness, there was
nothing he could do. "Although
the van was in the vicinity of
[Yoon's car], another student car
could havedonethedamage,”said
Hoffman. Unfazed, Yoon then
approached the driver of the van,

who told Yoon he had been driv-
ing all day. The driver denied any

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knowledge of siriking a car ear-
lier that the day.

According to John J. Dalton,
Counsellor at ‘Law in
Germantown, the driver of the
vancould becharged withleaving
the scene of the accident. The
driver's only defense would be
that he didn't realize he had hit
the car, yet; as Dalton said, "How
can you not know you hit a car
withthatmuchdamage?" Because
the vanis owned and operated by
Bard College, Bard would be fi-
nancially liable, but only if the

Students and faculty returning
to Bard may have been surprised
to find the Blum Gallery gone.
* The Gal-
lery,
whichdis-
mantied
its final
exhibit in
mid-June
and offi-
cially
closed
July 1st, had become too great a
financial burden for the College
to continue to support, according
to Vice-President Dimitri
Papadimitriou.

“Blum had been costing the
school money,” said former Blum
Director, Linda Weintraub, “and
theschool chosenotto spend their
money that way anymore.” In
addition to grants and the Blum
fund, the Bard Center supplied
the Gallery with approximately
$150,000 each year. Although the
costs were no more than usual
this year, “it was impossible to
underwrite the cost anymore
given the current economic situa-
tion,” Papadimitriou explained.

Not everyone was surprised by
Blum’s closing, however. Many
studentscommented thattheyhad
anticipated the Black Center
-would overshadow the Blum
Gallery. In fact, although there
wasno publicannouncement, the
Bard Center Board of Directors
made its decision to close Blumin
early April when the Black Center
opened, according to Weintraub.
Papadimitriou implied that the
decision was not a monetary
choice between the two institu-
tions, as Bard does not financially
support the Black Center, but
rather a decision made because of
economic trends.

The Black Center still has to
contend with the people, money,
and space left in the wake of this
decision. Although the three per-

manent employees of Blum have
already found new jobs with the
Black Center and the Continuing
Studijes program, and the space
has tentatively been promised to
either the music or the art de-
partment, there remains a sub-
stantial amount of money left to
the College by Edith C. Blum
which the Bard Center must re-
direct. Papadimitriou said only
that “programs might be spon-
sored by Blum in the
future.” Weintraub, on the other
hand, has very particular aspira-
tions for Blum. Although she
called Blum’s role in the commu-
nity "endangered,” she also said
that we might “expect Blum to
merge with the Black Center to
appease the community.”

The perceived community re-
sponse to Blum's closing appar-
ently has been varied. Weintraub
stated that “the community has
made its interests in preserving
the Blum very clear...There has
been a spontaneous outpouring
of interest, which you should
know was not an organized cam-
paign.” Papadimitriou, in con-

. Thiselection year will mark the
20 year anniversary of the 26th
Amendment. This Amendment
states that citizens 18 years and
older have the right to voice their
opinions at the polis.

But since the passage of that
law, we as young voters have not
been exercising our right. Twenty
years ago people younger than
we are fought in the Vietnam war
— they gave their lives for our
country. Today wedon’tevengive
our votes for the country.

In 1990 the number of college
students registered to vote was
53.4%. But not even all of these
registered students vote. Inthelast
election only 28.1% of collegereg-
istered voters actually went to the
pollsand voted. If we had sent all
our student voters to the polls,
this country would have vastly
differentlaws. Inthe past 10years
our student financial aid hasbeen
cut and our Student Federal
Grants have turned into Student

- Federal Loans. Issues thatdirectly
- affect our lives are being decided
without our input.

So do these percentages prove
that as students we are apathetic?

- Ok
Does it suggest that we are not
educated? Or does it imply that
we are actually satisfied with the
state of our country, our envi-
ronment, our health care, our
foreign relations? Or does it just
mean that we don’t careaboutour
future and the future our own
children might encounter?

As a student I know that I do
care, and I know that my friends
and those around me care about
the future as well. I think our
numbers have been poor only
because as new voters we do not
always realize the importance of
our vote and because the process
of registering and voting is at first
very confusing. Registering to
vote automatically assumes that
we will take the responsibility to
find out how, where, when and
for whom we must vote.

I am writing this letter in the
hopes of reaching students ev-
erywhere and encouraging them
to register to vote. Register in the
state of New York and vote in the
primary on September 15, 1992.
Find out who is your representa-
tive and see how she or he is
handling issues and concernsthat
will affect your life in New York.
Educate yourself as to who the
contendersare for the senate seats
in New York, because come No-
vember 4th — the day after the
election — these people will be
making the laws and the rules
you will have to endure.
